4) MATTERS ARRISING FROM THE LAST PARISH COUNCIL MEETING - All items on Agenda
5)  CCTV -ST. MARTINS & ST. HILDA’S CHURCH
NDB gave up a follow-up report following a meeting that he had held with Rev. K. Brown (Rev KB) re the installation of 4 way zoom cameras on the building within the Church grounds.  He has spoken to an installer of CCTV, and he has indicated that the cameras would not cover Pump Lane. Rev KB very happy to have CCTV installed.  NDB asked the Parish Council if they are happy to fund cameras which would cover areas at the Church down to the Pump Lane gate with high zoom camera.  APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY

6) PLANNING  
a) Planning Update and Proposed Developments 
 i)  Story Homes – St. Martins Green
· Dog Bin – Promised that they would be emptied but not emptied until Tuesday.   Using private contractors and no contract with SBC.
· The road signage has not been painted on the roads which, for the safety of drivers , needs to be painted on the road network.  This has  already been reported to Story Homes.
· Tarmacked roads have not been completed and are not up to the standard required for them to be adopted by SBC.
· AS indicated that Story Homes would need to enter into a preadoption period of 12 months.
· No further SMG Residents meeting has been held.
· The power cable that is above ground has still not been look at by Story although reported some considerable time ago.
· The temporary PROW to the west and behind St. Martins Way has seen a single fence that is in the wrong place and does not prevent access.
· The fencing to the side of Pump Lane and the SMG Play Area have now fallen down. It needs to be repaired to prevent children from running into the road.
· NC indicated that there is a need for signage at the Play Area to indicate that no dogs are allowed.  PC to obtain.
ii) Taylor Wimpey – Oaklands
NDB indicated to the meeting that the Oaklands site was well on the way to completion.
 iii)  Duchy Homes/Banks Homes– Hall Wood Meadow - 22/1846/REM. 
· The roads still need additional cleaning.
· Banks Homes have indicated that they would like to attend one of our Parish Council meetings and this will be organized in the autumn.
· A notice is due to go out to residents re the southern road closure on the A67 during the 2 week Easter period.  The closure covers the period 12th – 27th April.
· Housing developers are happy to provide a shuttle bus to connect to the Arriva 7 Bus service on Green Lane which has had to be suspended during the Easter roadworks.
